Session in French and English (simultaneous interpretation) 
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Presentation of the European Network of National Platforms 

Introduction 

The European Network of National Platforms, formed in 2007 by the Basel Agreement, 
currently brings together the Czech Republic, France, Germany and Poland. This network, 
which is expected to expand, is working closely with other national platforms in Europe and 
with regional and international forums like the European Commission, the UN, the Council of 
Europe, and the European Forum for Disaster Risk Reduction, recently created. 

Network activities 

Exchanges have been conducted during the German presidency, consequently ensuring an 
active participation of the Network in the implementation of the International Strategy for 
Disaster Reduction (ISDR), and contributed to represent the European civil society vis-à-vis 
European and international institutions and events.  

The network has been instrumental for example in the two sessions of the Global Platform 
for Disaster Risk Reduction organized by the UN, and in the establishment of the European 
Forum for Disaster Risk Reduction. In particular, joint responses have been formulated in 
relation with consultations of the European Commission: among others, for the Green 
Paper, for DRR strategies (towards EU community and towards developing countries); two 
proposals have been jointly developed in response to a call of the 7th Framework Program 
of DG Research; DKKV and AFPCN have been jointly involved in the steering committee of 
the CapHazNet project. 

In addition, longer term thematic exchanges have been initiated during meetings organized 
under the framework of the network, by AFPCN (meeting on "Links Between Prevention and 
Emergency Response" in Divonne late 2007, and RisqUE seminar on "Reducing Risks in a 
Changing Climate" in Paris late 2008) and DKKV (conference "Disaster Risk Reduction as an 
Important Process for Adaptation to Climate Change" in Bonn in early 2009, etc.).  

Following on from these events, various conferences would punctuate and feed ongoing 
exchanges between platforms. 

Proposals for a Work Plan 2010-2011 

The objective is to stimulate exchanges between experts and organizations from European 
countries, with the aim to support ongoing public actions and research programmes. In this 
context, the network of platforms, without proper funding, offers opportunities for 
exchange and networking among partners in different countries through their national 
platforms.  

In July 2009 a questionnaire was sent to the Member platforms, requesting the prioritisation 
of topics from a list, and proposals for activities based on exchange across platforms' 
partners (including description of objectives, timelines, leaders and participants).  

23 proposals were received, falling into five categories (presented next page). The working 
sessions before the debate of February 12 led to propose modalities to ensure appropriate 
monitoring of some of these proposals by platforms of the network.  
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I) Global change 

1. Climate change adaptation plans: Exchanges 
on European countries and local authorities' 
strategies and plans for climate adaptation 

II) Flooding 

2. Application of the European Flood Directive: 
Comparing and strengthening national 
platforms and partners' involvement in 
(i) public consultations; (ii) development of 
tools and methodologies; and 
(iii) capitalization of experience (is this 
approach transferable for other hazards?).  

3. Flood losses and society's responses: Analysis 
of society's reaction to major flood events in 
Europe.  

4. Links between flooding and sediment: 
development of information targeted at 
decision-makers and practitioners, in relation 
with Interreg project "Rest Rhine 
redynamization".  

III) Seismic and land movement hazards 

5. Enhanced collaboration of stakeholders in 
emergency management and response: 
Definition of the role and responsibilities of all 
stakeholders in seismic risk management 

6. Early Warning System & Rapid Response 
System, Rapid Impact Assessment and 
Mapping, for earthquake and tsunami: 
Analysis of applicability of EWS and RRS for 
earthquake and tsunami. 

7. Seismic risk management: Analysis of 
correlation between motion and macroseismic 
effects 

8. Landslide hazard and risk assessment: Building 
from existing historical data on landslide 
events, improved standards for landslide 
hazard modelling and mapping at regional 
level; and landslide vulnerability and risk 
assessment at the local level. 

9. Clay swelling risk management: Information 
exchange between (i) national organisms 
having in charge the realization of clay swelling 
hazard maps, (ii) insurance companies 
managing damage databases and 
(iii) meteorological institutes studying climate 
change 

IV) Urban risks 

10. Urban vulnerability indices: Development of 
indices for urban vulnerability with respect to 
DRR in urban areas appropriate for long term 
changes 

11. Soil and sub-soil issues in urban development: 
Proposal for a methodology to take into 
account in an integrated manner the soil and 
sub-soil issues in urban development 

12. Building codes for critical infrastructures and 
networks: Development of recommendations 
for inventory of critical infrastructures and 
networks; and for harmonisation of building 
codes 

13. Public information on reducing building 
vulnerability to flooding: Workshop on 
efficiency, effectiveness and limits of 
information practices in adaptation to local 
context. 

V) Multihazard approaches 

14. Scenarios for small scale intensive hazards 
and large scale extensive hazards: Indices as 
the basis for the joint planning of urban and 
rural areas. 

15. Relationship between events and disasters: 
Correlation analysis and information for the 
shaping of adaptation strategies. 

16. Multihazard and multirisk indices: Indices 
serving as a basis for communal planning. 

17. Consequences of not undertaking actions in 
DRR: Analysis of incentives for undertaking 
preventive actions. 

18. Improving local stakeholders' response to 
early warning systems: Lessons learned from 
stakeholders and authorities' cooperation in 
early warning and early action. 

19. Local governance in DRR: Exchanges on 
strengths and weaknesses of different local 
governance settings in European countries.  

20. Public information on territorial hazards and 
risks: Development of guidelines for web-
based public information with a multi-hazard 
approach. 

21. Cooperation with CapHazNet project: Debate 
on the themes, information sources, key actors 
and progress; Identification of experts and 
representatives of CSOs with activities relevant 
to the project scope; Submission of profiles to 
the project management team. 

22. Interactions with Global Facility for Disaster 
Reduction and Recovery (GFDRR): Debate on 
strategies and knowledge products under 
development. 

23. Education for DRR: Development of education 
strategies adapted to European cultures, 
territories and issues (contribution to the 
thematic platform "Knowledge and 
education")
